The real estate
agent’s sister, who is looking for a husband
herself, stumbles across Dan, who has recently
separated with his fiance. Perhaps he will find
the strength to break things off with his fiance
afterall...

Born on June 3, 1922 in Vannes, France. Fasci-
nated by film ever since his childhood, Resnais
shot his first short film when he was fourteen
years old with an amateur video camera. He
made his debut as an actor in 1942 in the film
"Night visitors". In 1943, Resnais enrolled in
the Institute of Cinematography in order to
study film production. His debut as a director
came in 1947, with his short documentary film
"Van Gogh".
